· An efficient flow rate is around 12.5L/min. Use aerated shower heads to dramatically reduce water consumption. Alternatively, place restrictors or inserts into taps.
How to measure the flow rate from your shower
· Use a stopwatch and a measuring cylinder (you can use any type of container which shows volume (e.g. 1L, 2L, 3L etc)

· Time how long it takes for the container to fill with water when the tap is fully turned on 

· Calculate how many litres that equates to per minute
